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THE TNDEFATIGABLE BEAR-GRASP

Ameng the educared people of India there is hardly
anybody whao docs not have at least a vague idea of the
' prim consequendces that follow from deforestation and
indiscriminate destruction of hills. Yet the process pnes
on, The township of Mussoorie and the magnificent
manuments of Fatehpur Sikri may be imperilled by
contractors hauling stones away from their bases and
we may even take such losses in our strde if we 50
please, but at stake are much greater issues ipvolving
the possimlines of uncontrollable cacasrrophies and not
anly ecoiogical imbalances impossible tw set right but
aiso psychologcal imbalances.

But we are in the bear-grasp of capediency —and [
suspect someming even more vicious than that, At the

I had idled away an
enchanting cvening atop it, feeling jealous of the
townafolk who owned such a vantage point though they
did not seem to be making use of it. On a visit there five
vears [#ter 1 found to my horror that a hege chunk of |
arie of the hills had been knocked out. Tt looked agape,
as if too smpefied to cry out ils curse.
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
